and Stay Healthy this

What is the flu?

I nfl uenza, commonly
caused by the influenza virus, which infects the res-
piratory tract (nose, throat, lungs).

How does the flu spread?

The flu virus is spread directly from person to
person by coughing and sneezing. It is often spread
when a person touches a contaminated person or
an object such as door handles, computer key-
boards, or even money, and then touches his own
mouth or nose before washing hands.

What are the symptoms of the flu?

Symptoms of the flu include fever, headache,
extreme tiredness, dry cough, sore throat, runny or
stuffy nose, and muscle aches. Sometimes children
will also have nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea.

How long is a person with the flu virus contagious?

Studies show that most healthy adults may
be able to infect others from the day before showing
symptoms, to five days afterwards. It can be conta-
gious longer in people with diabetes, asthma or
other immune deficiencies.

What is the difference between a cold and the flu?

Both the flu and the cold are respiratory ill-
nesses but they are caused by different viruses.
The flu is worse than the common cold as the symp-
toms such as fever, body aches, extreme tiredness,
and dry cough are more common, intense and last
longer. Complications from the flu can be severe
and even deadly.

What can I do to protect myself against the flu?

e Get a flu vaccination or nasal flu mist and recom-
mend family members do the same (talk to your
doctor about vaccines and flu mist).

e Avoid close contact with people who are sick.

e Wash your hands or use alcohol based hand
sanitizer often to help protect yourself from germs.
Carry a small hand sanitizer with you during flu sea-
son (can be as early as October and as late as May)

e Avoid touching your eyes, nose, and mouth. Flu
is spread when a person touches something that is

What do I do if I have a cold or the flu?

e Antibiotics will not treat either colds or flu, as
they are caused by viruses, not bacteria. Over the
counter decongestants and pain medications can be
used as di-
rected to treat
symptoms.

e Drink
plenty of water.

e Drink clear
liquids and eat
bland foods
only if you
have nausea,
vomiting or di-
arrhea.

o Cover your
cough with a
tissue, or
cough into
your elbow.

e Stay home from work or school if you are sick.

Wash your hands often or use alcohol based hand
sanitizer, even at home, to prevent spreading germs
to others.
